Mobile Crane Operator 
Job Summary: 
As a Mobile Crane Operator, you will safety operate mobile cranes to transfer heavy objects from one location to another using specialized knuckle boom cranes. You will be also responsible for safety of the machinery, including checking the condition of the ground before setting up the crane, constantly being aware of how much material can be safely hoisted in each load, as well as maintaining cranes by inspecting them for defects or wear, lubricating ropes and winches and replacing worn cables.  
Duties/Responsibilities:
· Operate specialized machinery such as knuckle boom cranes. 
· Calculate load capacity, determining the weight of items and material to be moved in relation to the maximum capacity of the cranes based on manufacturers specifications. 
· Inspect clearances, overhead lines, and any other possible obstructions to ensure there are no accidents or damage to employees, buildings, loads or equipment. 
· Inspect and assess ground conditions to ensure that the crane can be set up safely. 
· Inspect cranes for defects and wear prior to operation; perform necessary repairs and maintenance 
· Comply with Health & Safety policies, load charts, regulations, company safety laws and best practices. 
· Maintain logs and records of operation activities. 
· Perform other related duties as assigned.
